Pledge of Allegiance
Last meeting’s minutes approved.
Reports:
Financial Report presented and summarized. Speed camera citation funds were received for the previous fiscal year (FY24). No revenue was received for FY 23. About half of the FY state income tax and property taxes have been received. No significant expenditures to report for last month.
The Beautification and Sustainable Barnesville Committees. A tree was planted in the park near where the large maple had fallen earlier in the year. The Mindful Meditation sponsored by Sustainable Barnesville continues to hold a monthly session, typically the second Friday of each month, check the online calendar for dates.
Board of Appeals did not have anything to report.
Capital Improvements:
The signage at the crosswalks needs resolved so that the stop signs are located prior to the crosswalks. The town consultant engineer will be asked to contact the county to relocate the sign.
Traffic Calming reported 89 stops in October among 10 patrols, plus Halloween night. This included weekend, weekday morning and weekday afternoon patrols. Beallsville Rd has more violations than Barnesville, including vehicles accelerating uphill. Officers also posted on Old Hundred and cars appeared to slow upon seeing the patrol car. Patrol officers for Barnesville are rotating between using an unmarked car and a cruiser when doing patrols. The funds the town receives for violations goes towards payment for the patrols and other public safety activity. Residents request morning patrols, during school bus operation, since it is before sunrise.

Planning and Zoning did not have anything to report.

Community Connections.  The holiday party will be held on December 8th.The party will have soup and sandwiches from Wegmans, as well as hot chocolate. Santa will be attending and distribute treat bags for the children. Poinsettias will be available at the end of the party. Collections requested to support WUMCOs annual gift card and toy distribution in our greater community. Set up for the party will be on the day before.

Town Hall is available for rentals and events. Mindful Meditation on a Friday each month will continue through the winter months.
Communications Committee no report
New Business:
Commissioner Mike will have a meeting with the speed camera representative about where the town could potentially install our own cameras. A right of way agreement will need to be in place with the county or state, depending on which roadways are selected. Work may be pursued to install bi-directional cameras on existing poles either through the county or the town purchasing equipment through the county police department. If the town were to install their own cameras, a cameras cost approximately $5,500 per month plus contract fees with an off-duty officer to issue citations. The permitting process to install town owned cameras requires an extensive application with specific coordinates for camera locations and zones.

Solar Panel Array information session took place regarding arrays proposed near the town of Barnesville. No formal application has been submitted to build an array. The online information session was a discussion to solicit feedback and provide information on the type of equipment and extent of the proposed arrays. Concerns were raised about the electrical load increase, noise, and use of farmland.
